Psalm 99.1-5 A psalm in praise of our majestic God who loves fairness and whose delight it is to see justice done.
Micah 6.6-8 Sacrifices are not what pleases the Lord. He demands to see justice, mercy and humility. 
James 2.1-6 James warns Christians against pandering to the rich. All people are to be treated the same.
Luke 4.16-21 Jesus goes to the synagogue in Nazareth and reads from the prophet Isaiah, “The Lord’s Spirit has come to me, because he has chosen me
to tell the good news to the poor.” Then he announces, “What you have just heard me read has come true today.”
Readings from the Revised Common Lectionary 

Jeremiah 8.18-9.1 Jeremiah laments over the pain and suffering of his people.
Psalm 79.1-9 The psalmist pleas to God to have mercy on Jerusalem which has been brought to ruin. (Believing it to be inappropriate for congregational use, John Wesley deleted this Psalm from the lectionary that he prepared for Methodists in the United States.) 

I Timothy 2.1-7 This passage contains instructions on the scope and content of the prayers of the church when praying for others.
Luke 16.1-13 Jesus tells his disciples the parable of the shrewd manager.
This Sunday is also the beginning of Hospital Chaplaincy Week (22-29 September). Information on Hospital Chaplaincy can be found at www.beingthere.co.nz  and a resource pack for church leaders is available. The theme for 2013 is “Be there for us so we can keep on being there for you.”

ICHC now has 58 full-time Hospital Chaplains and over 300 volunteer Chaplain's assistants. Their focus is to offer patients, parents, relatives and staff the opportunity to share their fears and feelings. 
Live below the Line 23-27 September 2013
Today there are 870 million people desperately searching for food. The Live Below the Line project seeks to do something about it. Christian World Service knows what poverty looks like and works with local groups who are restoring land, growing food that nourishes and campaigning for the rights of poor people. From 23 - 27 September, join others who will be living on $2.25 a day for 5 days to change the way people in New Zealand think about extreme poverty - and make a huge difference. In today's world, extreme poverty and inequality are unjustifiable and unfair. Live Below the Line demonstrates the problem in a concrete way, while raising money to address the problem. 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	Season of Creation

Through the month of September “10 Minutes on a Tuesday” is following the readings and themes for the Season of Creation. The observance of a Season of Creation began in the Lutheran Church in Australia in 2000 as a response to the environmental crisis. Since then this opportunity for the church to examine creation-based themes has spread to many different denominations and around the world. 
While the Lectionary and Calendar in use by the Methodist Church of New Zealand and Presbyterian Church of Aotearoa New Zealand labels this present Sunday “Social Justice Sunday” the international links below show it to be “Cosmos Sunday”. The MCNZ and PCANZ calendar shifts Cosmos Sunday into October. You may feel that a focus on the cosmos better fits with the ecological themes of the season and wish to make this your focus today. The readings for Cosmos Sunday are: Proverbs 8.22-31; Psalm 104.24-26; Colossians 1.15-20 and John 6.41-51.
Resources for “Social Justice Sunday” are to be found on the National Council of Churches in Australia website  and you’ll also find some material on the Australian Catholic Social Justice Council website. The term “social justice” includes many issues that are burning and relevant for our world and our church today. You may wish to focus your attention on just one. I have chosen to focus on extreme poverty but there are also social justice issues around our treatment of immigrants and refugees, the elderly, children, prisoners and those with intellectual disabilities. In addition you may consider a focus on child labour, slavery, gambling, as well as the right to health care, education and housing.
It is significant that this Sunday comes at the same time as the international “Live below the Line” programme, Hospital Chaplaincy Sunday and the Methodist “Let the Children Live” vision.

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Preferential option for the poor

“Preferential option for the poor” is the term that began to be used in the twentieth century to express the thought that the teachings and commands throughout the scriptures indicate God’s particular concern for the wellbeing of the poor, powerless, vulnerable and underprivileged. This emphasis has been assimilated into the theologies of Christian churches through the spectrum of denominations and has seen Roman Catholics, along with Protestants of both an evangelical and liberal persuasion united in their desire to assist the poor. The trend of teachings includes many direct sayings in both the First Testament and the New Testament. For example:
· Caring for the poor is lending to the Lord. Proverbs 19.17

· You should be happy to give the poor what they need. Deuteronomy 15.10

· If you are kind to the poor you show your Creator respect. Proverbs 14.31

· Be fair and give justice to the poor. Proverbs 31.9

· And the words of Jesus, whenever you did this for one of the least important of these followers of mine, you did it for me! Matthew 25.40
Next Sunday - Blessing of the animals
The final Sunday in September is the labelled “Blessing of the Animals” in the Season of Creation. “10 Minutes on a Tuesday” will provide a full order of service for this day. If you are planning a Blessing of the Animals service, you will need to announce that it is appropriate for people to bring their animals next week and you will have to do some planning. Consider whether you plan to have the service in the church building or outdoors. An outdoor location allows for more movement, bigger animals and may be better for outreach. If you do not have room in the church yard, apply for permission to use a local park. Opting for the service inside the church building means that you are not weather dependant and it is easier for people to hear and to sing.

Instruct people, where appropriate, to bring their pets in a pet carrier or on a leash or lead. If you suggest that people provide you with their pet photographs (past and present) you could set up a display of these at the front of the church, or in the foyer or hall. Alternatively, if you project, you could make a PowerPoint presentation of pet photographs. 
In the archived Refresh section of the New Zealand Methodist website you will find a previous “10 Minutes on a Tuesday” resource that focuses on today’s gospel passage, Year C - Pentecost 17 - 57C (19 September 2010). Bill Peddie’s blogsite also follows the gospel reading. 



	Preaching thoughts and Questions
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	Why did we come to church today?
There are all sorts of reasons… We come to worship our God. We come to enjoy our fellowship together. Maybe we come here this morning because we want to know how to better serve our God.
How can we serve God better?

It always remains an open question. 
This business of serving God is fraught with difficulty. Because we read in the newspapers of the nutty things that religious people, Christians included, do and then say when they think they’re serving God. Some people blow up abortion clinics… and others fly planes in buildings because they think that they’re serving God. It can make us cringe. It can make us cry.
And it can make us avoid saying that we do anything because we believe that God has told us.
But when we encounter Jesus, in him God becomes en-fleshed, incarnate. And in him we sense the heartbeat of God. The first thing that Jesus did at the very beginning of his ministry was to open the scriptures in the synagogue and read

“The Lord's Spirit has come to me,

because he has chosen me to tell the good news to the poor.

The Lord has sent me to announce freedom for prisoners,

to give sight to the blind,

to free everyone who suffers”

Good news to the poor… What Jesus was saying was is that God has a special place for the poor and vulnerable:
· God is in the cries of the families who have lost their homes and their hope because of war

· God is in the cries of the mother who cannot feed her children
· God is in the cries of the children who have no place that is safe

· God is in the cries of those who have lost everything through floods or natural disasters
· God is in the cries of those who lie helpless in the face of famine and disease
On an international scale we must address the problem of extreme poverty

The first of the United Nations Millennium Development Goals of 2000 was to halve the number of those in extreme poverty by the year 2015. The very good news is that this was achieved in 2010! 
However, as New Zealand’s Helen Clark (who is Head of the United Nations Development Programme) pointed out on her recent visit to this country, while that is great for those lifted out of poverty, it is still not very encouraging for the one billion people who remain trapped in extreme poverty. 
According to a recently published report in the reputable Lancet Journal 3,100,000 million child deaths a year are caused by under-nutrition. That’s 60,000 hungry children dying per week… every week… week after week. 

A United Nations Children’s Fund report that says they “die quietly in some of the poorest villages on earth, far removed from the scrutiny and the conscience of the world. Being meek and weak in life makes these dying multitudes even more invisible in death.”

In our world, as never before, there is an economic imbalance that rich countries have a vested interest in maintaining. The rich are getting richer and the poor are getting poorer. Though we have food enough to spare, we allow the spectre of poverty to continue. 

God is watching. And his constant call is for justice. When we read our Bibles we can’t help but notice this because the issue of poverty is raised 2,100 times in the scriptures. 

We’re not talking about charity. Yes, it’s nice to give to charity and it makes us feel good about ourselves. But the Biblical demand is for justice and that raises the bar. The demands for social justice make our occasional charitable donations pale into insignificance. There’s a bigger question that needs addressing. As U2’s Bono has been heard to say the issue is that “where you live should no longer determine whether you will live.” 

As Christians we constantly come to God with the concerns on our heart and ask him to bless these. And God graciously carries our burdens. But here is a concern on God’s heart: the poor. God is asking us to bless those that suffer and to carry his burden. 
We can address this on a personal level, a parish level and a political level.
On a personal level
Such things as joining in with the Live Below the Line project, child sponsorship, the 40 hour famine, micro loans, “giving a goat” and buying Fair Trade items are all responses that increase our awareness of the problem and make a real difference in the lives of the poor. 
On a parish level
We can adopt a partnership with an overseas aid and development project that will be a long term focus of our interest, prayers and financial support. 

On a political level
We need to stir our government to do better. The United Nations target for overseas aid is 0.7% of Gross National Income and some countries exceed this. While New Zealand used to state this as our goal, and we once got near it, we are now one of the meanest developed nations in the world giving only 0.28%. We are way worse than Australia (at 0.36%). Not only does the foreign aid that we do give come with strings attached, but I understand that much of that 0.28% foreign aid is actually spent in New Zealand on such things as consultants’ reports.
The prophet Micah asks, “what does the Lord require of you but to do justice, and to love kindness, and to walk humbly with your God?”

What does the Lord require of us?

If we are to have a prophetic ministry in our day, we will seek to act justly and stand with the poor as an expression of God’s heart for the vulnerable in our world.

Luigi Taparelli

The term “Social Justice” was coined by Italian Roman Catholic priest Luigi Taparelli D’Azeglio in 1840. The industrial revolution in Europe had produced a mass of social problems among the working classes, which Taparelli sought to address.  Concerned with the outcomes resulting from an unconstrained freedom of conscience, he argued that a balance between rights and duties must be recognised and supported. The political conclusion of his argument was that both capitalists and socialists were in error if they ignored moral philosophy. 
John Wesley 

As an advocate of the abolition of the slave trade, aid to the poor and prison reform, John Wesley (1703-1791) was a strong voice for social justice in his day. The Methodist movement from its very beginning was characterised by a desire for social reform and human rights. In his tract against the Slave Trade Wesley wrote, "Liberty is the right of every human creature, as soon as he (sic) breathes the vital air; and no human law can deprive him of that right which he derives from the law of nature." Wesley’s practice of visiting prisoners, seeking to improve their lot and even extending to them Christ’s offer of salvation attracted much persecution directed at himself and the early Methodists.

 Principles
	Social Principles of the Methodist Church

The ethical and social ideal of the Methodist Movement is the ideal of essential Christianity. Methodism's impact on the life of the eighteenth century was due in some degree to the rediscovery of a social message. In 1743 John Wesley wrote (An Earnest Appeal to Men of Reason and Religion): "We see, on every side, either men of no religion at all, or men of a lifeless, formal religion. We ... should greatly rejoice if by any means we might convince some that there is a better religion to be attained, a religion worthy of God that give it. And this we conceive to be no other than love; the love of God and of all mankind, the loving God with all our heart, and soul, and strength, as having first loved us, as the fountain of all the good we have received, and of all we hope to enjoy; and the loving every soul which God hath made, every man on the earth as his own soul." 

Believing this and recognising that society at present falls far short of the Christian ideal, the Methodist Church stands for: 

1. The sacredness of human personality and the equal value of all men and women in the sight of God. 

2. Adequate opportunities of employment for all those willing and able to work, and reasonable standards of living for those, who because of age or infirmity, are not able to work. 

3. The co-operation of employers and employees for the benefit of the community. 

4. The duty of all to render conscientious service, the condemnation of scamped work, of sweated labour and of consumer exploitation. 

5. The right to a just return for services rendered and the right to good housing, and a healthy environment. 

6. The wise use and careful conservation of the world's physical resources. 

7. The removal of the root causes of poverty, unemployment and war. 

8. The promoting of social and industrial reforms by lawful means. 

9. The right to freedom of conscience, constitutional liberty, secrecy of the ballot and access to the Courts. 

10. Christian influence in politics and civic affairs. 

11. The conviction that the Gospel of our Lord Jesus Christ contains the message that will promote effectively the regeneration and reconstruction of society. 

The Methodist Church reminds her people that Christian ethics cannot be maintained without Christian faith. The good life of the Christian and faith in Christ are inseparable. Where one fails the other cannot last.

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	Movies with an ecological theme for the Season of Creation:
· An inconvenient truth (2006 - PG) An Academy Award winning documentary movie about former US Vice-President Al Gore’s campaign to educate the world about climate change. 

· Avatar (2009 - M) Directed and written by James Cameron, this visually extravagant movie is based on a science fiction plot in which humans rape the resources of the planet Pandora. The entertainment value and box office success was due more to the visual effects (for which it won Oscars) than the storyline with its clumsy ecological message. Trekkies will tell you that Star Trek IV - The Voyage Home (1986 - G) also attempted to combine sc-fi with an ecological message with a similarly clumsy result.
· The Lorax (2012 - PG) This is an animated movie adaptation of a Dr Seuss book. It tells the story of a grumpy yet endearing creature who seeks to protect the earth from environmental disaster caused by greed. Featured are the voices of Danny DeVito (as the Lorax) Zac Efron and Taylor Swift. In the words of the Lorax, “Unless someone like you cares a whole awful lot, nothing is going to get better. It’s not.”
· Yogi Bear (2010 - G) With a bit of a push you could say that the movie is about how the lives of species are threatened by their diminishing natural environment. All good fun – filmed in New Zealand.
· Erin Brockovich (2000 - M) starring Julia Roberts is based on a true story and tells of a legal assistant’s persistence to achieve justice after a big power company pollutes the city’s water supply.
… and a small selection of some of the social justice themed movies:
· Cry Freedom (1987- PG) explores the friendship between South African journalist  Donald Woods and activist Steve Biko who died in police custody. Starring Denzel Washington as Biko and directed by Richard Attenborough.
· Gandhi (1982- PG) won eight Academy Awards including best picture. The role that shot Ben Kingsley to fame was playing Mahatma Gandhi in this biographical movie. By turning his back on possessions to serve his people, Gandhi used non-violent, passive resistance to guide the nation of India to independence. 

· Lord of War (2005- R16) A hard hitting drama about international gun-running that is disturbingly close to real events. Kiwi director, Andrew Niccol found it cheaper to use real guns and a real gun-runners plane than to use fakes! Starring Nicolas Cage.
· Mother Teresa (2003- PG) starring Olivia Hussey. This film tells the story of the faith of a simple and determined Albanian nun who served the poor, dying and abandoned in the slums of Calcutta.

· Rabbit-Proof Fence (2001- PG) The story of the stolen generation of Aboriginal children in Australia.  Set in the 1930s.
· Romero (1989- R13) A biographical movie of Archbishop Oscar Romero’s opposition to tyranny in El Salvador. As a result of Romero’s public protests, the government begins to destroy churches and kill priests. Romero himself was assassinated in 1980.
Brooke Fraser’s song Albertine tells, in a poignant way, the responsibility we carry for those who suffer in our world – even though they may be “across a distant sea.”  Read the lyrics. Watch on YouTube.
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	Make your own creative response to extreme poverty
Use the skills within your church to make a statement about poverty. You could get the children, the youth group or a home group to work on this. Let your imagination run wild… The response may be by means of a poem, a poster, a blog, a painting, a photograph, a sculpture, a thought, an animation, a song, a PowerPoint, a drama, a mime, a puppet show or a video. 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Martin Luther King Jnr 1929-1968
	“I have a dream” 
28 August 2013 marked the 50th Anniversary of a famous speech made by Martin Luther King Jnr in Washington.  Martin Luther King was an American minister who campaigned for equal rights for everyone regardless of their race. At the time in the Southern States of America a series of laws (called the Jim Crow Laws) meant that African Americans were segregated. That meant they were not allowed to attend the same schools, or share the same public places, public transport, restrooms, restaurants, or drinking fountains as white people. Although there was much opposition to his views, King was determined to mount a peaceful protest. 
In his speech made to 250,000 protesters in Washington he talked about his dream. He said…
“I have a dream that one day this nation will rise up and live out the true meaning of its creed: "We hold these truths to be self-evident: that all men are created equal… I have a dream that my four little children will one day live in a nation where they will not be judged by the colour of their skin but by the content of their character.”
It has been called the most famous speech of the twentieth century. Four years after making this speech, King was shot dead while staying at a motel in Memphis. 

Like Martin Luther King, we must continue to dream of equal rights for all people. Whether it be the war weary people of Syria or starving children in Africa, God loves all people equally and we have to keep on working for equal opportunities for all.
