A MESSAGE FROM THE PRESIDENT 

 
As a Church our focus over the last month has been concern for people both in NZ and 
overseas.  We continue to be deeply concerned about the situation of our sister Church 
in Fiji.   The Fijian military and police have been intimidating Methodist Church 
ministers, and have announced the government will prohibit the church from holding its 
Annual Conference in August. 
 
The NZ Methodist Church stands in solidarity with the Methodist Church in Fiji and 
Rotuma and finds the government banning of a church conference entirely 
unacceptable.  We continue to be in contact with Church Officials to ensure that they 
know they have our support and assistance. 
 
The State of Victoria continues its long road to recovery from the devastating 
bushfires.  It was a real privilege to be able to present a cheque for A$20,623.24 to the 
Moderator of the Synod, Rev Jason Koia and the President of the Uniting Church the 
Rev Gregor Henderson on my recent trip to Tasmania.  They were overwhelmed by the 
generosity of so many people in the Methodist and co-operating Parishes in NZ.  Two 
letters of thanks are printed at the end of this letter.  In total our Churches raised 
NZ$31,275.62 for this appeal.  A fantastic effort which will assist many traumatised 
people find healing over the next few years. 
 
With the onset of winter the effects of the recession and redundancy are becoming 
more obvious.  We encourage Parishes to be alert to those in need in their 
communities and to be proactive in providing assistance where possible.

The effort in dealing with a 

crisis is so much greater than helping with a problem and the options for good outcomes are also 

reduced. The Connexional Office has knowledgeable and skilled staff only too happy to assist 

the smooth operation of your parish. 

 

Early action is also a requirement in seeking to contain H1N1 (Swine Flu). While levels are 

currently low, predictions are that there will be much more sustained infection to come. Many 

Parishes have pandemic plans, which include matters as various as caring for those who are 

unwell, to processes to cancel services and programmes.

With the end of the financial year, 30 June, just ahead of us I would like to remind you that the 

Board of Administration are able to undertake the day to day accounting functions for parishes 

and other entities of the Church.  This is not a free service but is a cost effective solution for 

those parishes or other entities who are finding it difficult having someone undertake the 

accounting work locally. 

 

The Board of Administration do provide different Levels of accounting services but in most 

circumstances we are asked to all aspects of the accounting work (other than depositing cash and 

cheques at the bank) from Christchurch.  We will do everything from paying creditors whose 

invoices have been approved for payment to monthly and annual reporting in compliance with 

the Churches audit policy.  We will also help find an auditor to audit the annual accounts, help 

complete the annual statistics forms and annual return to the charities commission.
