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Everyday we are faced with choices, and the decisions we make can affect our future and the lives of those around us – they can change our world.  Over the next 7 weeks we will consider how the life and teaching of Jesus can guide us through these crossroads. Traditionally, Lent is a time of personal reflection to prepare for Easter.  We are invited to confront our doubts, take stock of our lives and deepen our faith.  The Easter story will remind us that sometimes our struggles and pain can lead to life giving decisions and new ways of living.
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CROSSROADS is an invitation to a spiritual journey rooted in the experiences and challenges of everyday life.
