	Isaiah 7.10-16 At a time when Judah’s King Ahaz has turned from the Lord and the country is in crisis Isaiah delivers a prophecy: as a sign from the Lord, a virgin will conceive and have a son named Immanuel.
Psalm 80.1-7, 17-19 A psalm of petition that asks for the Lord’s help and promises faith fullness in return. “Make us strong again! Smile on us and save us.” 
Romans 1.1-7 The introduction to Paul’s letter to the Romans in which he declares the gospel to be about Jesus, a human descendant of David who is also the powerful Son of God raised from the dead. 
Matthew 1.18-25 The angel Gabriel appears to Joseph and tells him that Mary will have a son, born of the Holy Spirit.

	This last Sunday before Christmas we focus on Mary’s boy child and use the readings from Isaiah and Matthew to put together a simple service around the names “Emmanuel” and “Jesus”. The name “Emmanuel” is only found in Matthew’s gospel and Isaiah. In case you were wondering about the variants of the spelling, the beginning vowel of “Immanuel” is usually translated with an “I” from the Hebrew (Isaiah) and an “E” from the Greek (Matthew).

Family Movies worth screening this season

The Nativity Story (2006), featuring New Zealand’s own Keisha Castle-Hughes deserved better reviews than what it got. A beautiful and tasteful retelling of the biblical narrative. It was the first film ever to premier in the Vatican City.
How the Grinch Stole Christmas (2000), with Jim Carey, brings alive the Dr Seuss book in a full feature movie. Carey plays the meanest creature alive (the kids love him). In so doing he attacks the consumerism associated with the season and is eventually redeemed by love.
The First Christmas (1998) is an absolutely superb clay animation of the Christmas story that runs 21 minutes.
The Vicar of Dibley Christmas programmes are a treat. My pick is “winter” off The 
Complete Third Series. The DVD is readily available to buy and you can often pick it up for not much more than the price of a rental.

	Advent Station - Star Burst

Set up “stations” around your church and allow 5-10 minutes for this activity. The number you set up will depend on the size of your congregation. At each station you will need the instructions and a bowl of Starburst lollies. Print the instructions below large, spread over 2 A4 sheets:

Take a starburst lolly and put it on your tongue.

How do you like to eat lollies?  Are you a sucker or a chewer?

Eat your lolly the way you’d like, and as you do, enjoy the burst of flavour that the lolly creates.

	Preaching thoughts and Questions

	Don’t let the fact that you may be familiar with the Christmas story blind you to its startling unpredictability. The birth of Christ brings together, in a stunning collision, things that are everyday and those that are truly extraordinary.
The story of God’s visit to this planet is interwoven with earthy details like: 


the hassle of trying to find accommodation, 


shepherds keeping guard over their sheep in the night-time 


a king’s desire to have a census


and the difficulty of transport for a heavily pregnant woman

The story also includes extraordinary events like:

           a virgin birth

          angelic visitations

          the slaughter of infants

          kings from the east being guided by a star

This season is called Advent. Advent simply means “coming”. This Advent season we have been thinking about the coming of Christ. There is a day in the future, that we look forward to, when Christ will come and God’s plan for this earth will be accomplished. Today, instead of looking forward, we look back to the coming that happened 2000 years ago. It was the coming of a Mary’s boy-child who was born in a barn.
The child grew up with Mary and Joseph as his parents, but this was no ordinary family. Joseph was descended of the famous King David. He was engaged to be married to Mary, but when he found out that she was going to have a baby, he wanted to call-off the wedding. That was when God told him that this baby would be no ordinary baby. This child was to be the very Son of God. And he was to have a special name.
What does your name mean? Do you know? Were you named because of the meaning of your name? 

        Mary means “bitterness” 

        Joseph means “may God give increase”

Sometimes parents choose a name because they like the sound of it, sometimes because it is a family name, sometimes they name their children after someone, like a family member or a hero. The reading from the Gospel today gives us two names for Mary’s son: Emmanuel and Jesus.
Have you found that God is with us?
The first name is Emmanuel. We found it in our reading from Isaiah this morning as well as in the gospel reading. It means “God with us”. That bears some thinking about! God - with - us. Jesus is God with us. Jesus was God living on earth among people, showing us God’s love, showing us how to live in a way that pleases God. His presence on our earth brings God near. He knows about those things that are common to the human condition. He experienced family life; the joy of friendship; the grief of a friend’s death; and, at the end, his own betrayal, rejection, suffering and death. Because of this we can be sure that in joy, God is with us. In grief, God is with us. He draws alongside and empathises with us. When we are frightened, he is with us.
When we are happy, he is with us.

When a  baby is born, he is with us.

When a loved one dies, he is with us.

When we need guidance, he is with us.

His name is Emmanuel – God with us. This Christmas let us be open to his presence.
Have you found that God rescues us?
The second name is Jesus. It is the Greek form of the Hebrew name Joshua and means “the Lord rescues us”. The name is appropriate because Jesus rescues us from a life without hope. He rescues us from our own short-comings. Jesus came and lived and died so we can be forgiven and find a new and meaningful life; a life of purpose and significance as we seek to identify with God’s cosmic plan.
Advent refers to the coming of Jesus in the past and the coming of Jesus in the future. But Advent, of course, is also the time when we count down to the coming of Christmas. (There are only six more sleeps!) How many of you have an Advent calendar? 
(You could show an Advent calendar here. The Christian World Service one is great because its emphasis is on giving rather than getting. Lego has a lego-brick nativity candle that “burns” down – you may be able to find some other interesting variations.) 
Here in church we have an Advent wreath. We use the candles around the wreath to count the Sundays until Christmas and this morning we lit the last of the four Advent candles.
On Christmas Day some of you are going to have a very full house. Relations and friends will turn up for a Christmas lunch or tea. There can be a lot of work involved in getting ready for guests, especially if you are catering for a large crowd. There will be supplies of food and drink to be brought in, and we will want the house to look nice, so there is tidying to do and the lawns and hedge to trim. We want things to look presentable for our guests.
The most important coming of Advent, however, is the coming of Jesus to us now. 

Just like when guests come into our home and we make an effort to get things tidy, Advent is a time for putting things right in our lives and planning how we can do things better. Emmanuel wants to find a home in your life and mine this Christmas.

Jesus’ birth place

Those who have visited the Holy Land will know that there are often several sites, any one of which visitors can be taken and told, “this is the scene of the Last Supper” … or of some other event in Jesus’ life. One special site is a cave-like stable in Bethlehem which is shown as the place of Jesus’ birth. (Houses were built on the limestone ridge and caves hollowed out below for the animals.) Very early in the church’s history Emperor Hadrian tried to desecrate the place by erecting a shine there to the god Adonis. Early in the 4th Century Constantine built a great church there. Much altered, it still stands today as the Church of the Nativity in Bethlehem. It is one of the oldest Christian churches that is still standing. As you approach there is a big wall with a door so low that you have to stoop to enter. It is called the “Door of Humility.”

It is a poignant metaphor. We can’t come to Christ standing upright – every person who wants to come to the infant Jesus has to stoop!

	Children
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	Ask the children if they know what their name means. Get a baby name book and look up the names for their meanings. (If you are internet connected lots of sites will give you name meanings. (Thinkbabynames will even generate a random boy or girl name for prospective parents who can’t think of one for themselves!) Ask who knows why their parents gave them their particular name. Who was named after another family member? Do you have a nickname?
Talk about the naming of baby Jesus and the meaning of his name. ‘Jesus’ - the Lord rescues and ‘Emmanuel’ - God with us. How good it is to have God with us to help us.
