Epiphany 5
	The Mission of the Methodist Church of New Zealand

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	Readings for Covenant Sunday

Jeremiah 31.31-33 This prophecy of Jeremiah tells of a day when God will make a new agreement with his people. His law will be written, not in stone, but on people’s hearts.
Psalm 25.4-15 David prays for guidance and protection and he extols the Lord’s kindness to those who keep their agreement with him.

Romans 12.1-2 Paul pleas with Christians to allow God to transform their thoughts so that they are distinct from other people. “…offer your bodies to him as a living sacrifice…” 
John 15.1-8 Jesus is the true vine and we are the branches. We produce fruit by staying joined to him.
Alternative readings for Epiphany 5
Isaiah 40.21-31 God created the world and the stars of the sky. He energises the weary, and those who trust in him find new strength.
Psalm 147.1-11, 20 The Psalmist encourages God’s people to praise the Lord who is great and powerful and heals the broken-hearted.
1 Corinthians 9.16-23 Paul speaks of his sense of obligation to share the gospel and how he seeks to identify with his hearers. 
Mark 1.29-39 Jesus heals Simon’s mother-in-law and many others. The reason he came was to preach the good news and this is what he set about doing.

	Introduction / Background


	As Michael Greer puts it, “Most characteristic of things ‘Methodist’ is the Covenant Service. It originated in one of the early London Societies of Methodists when John Wesley used words of commitment which Richard Alleine, a Puritan, had suggested that every Christian should make with their Lord. As the revival gathered in momentum, all over England, Wales and Ireland, Methodist people began to adopt the Covenant for themselves.   Today it has become an institution in the liturgies of the Church throughout the world and is often used in the early part of each year. Nothing more clearly expresses both the personal nature of the Christian faith and the social demands of the gospel… The Covenant Service is a service in which we renew our commitment to God, to each other and to ministry and mission in the year ahead.”

We are familiar with the idea of making a solemn and binding agreement from attending wedding ceremonies. Marriage is a good picture of what we are doing today in our Covenant Service. For today, as in a marriage service, we seek to make a solemn and mutually binding agreement. Also, as in a Christian marriage, this agreement is made in the context of a deep love and is founded in a commitment to the other party rather than in the desire for selfish fulfilment.
Introduce the covenant theme by projecting short video clips from the weddings of several people in the congregation. Or you could get some of the older members to bring a wedding photo and hand them around (or project them) and see if others recognise the couple.


	Preaching thoughts and Questions
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	It is part of the religious heritage of the Jews to see the grapevine as a metaphor for God’s people: 

“We were like a grapevine,” says the Psalmist (Psalm 80.8).
“Israel is the vineyard,” declares the Lord (Isaiah 5.7).
And again and again Ezekiel speaks of Israel by the symbol of the vine (Ezekiel 15.1-6 and 19.10-14).
The vine had become the symbol for the nation. It was used to decorate the temple and used on coins. The curious thing is that every reference in the First Testament to Israel being a vine is negative. The nation is described as a “rotten and worthless vine” (Jeremiah 2.21) and an “empty vine” (Hosea 10.1). 

So this saying of Jesus, recorded by John, “I am the true vine” sets Jesus in stark contrast to a nation that has fallen short of what it was intended to be. Jesus is “the true (real and genuine) vine.” He is saying, in effect, that being a Jew won’t save you. God’s people in the First Testament failed. God’s new vine is Jesus. It is only in having a relationship with him that we can be connected to the life of God.

The symbol of the vine in John parallels Paul’s use of the image of the body, with Christ as the head and us as its members. It speaks of the inter-connectedness of God’s family, and the key relationship being with Christ himself.

John’s Gospel includes no account of the last supper. Instead we get the story of Jesus washing his disciples’ feet. In John 15 these words about the vine are spoken by Jesus in the upper room not long before his arrest. So some commentators see in the reference to the vine as a hint of the Last Supper. Whether it is intended or not, it is true that in our minds there is a link between “I am the true vine” and “take this cup. It is my blood poured out for the forgiveness of sin.” Further, in the context of the Passover meal, grapes are used as a symbol for God’s goodness. So God’s goodness and God’s forgiveness are here. But the direct and obvious message of the passage is a challenge to fruitfulness and growth.
As we come to this Covenant Service at the beginning of 2012, it is a good time for us to do a bit of a vineyard inspection. To ask ourselves, “Has there been growth? What does the fruit look like?” This is a necessary exercise for us as a fellowship as well as individually. There’s only one reason people grow grapevines - to produce grapes. And vines need a lot of pruning if they are going to be productive.

You’ve no doubt seen vineyards with the rows of vines growing along wires stretched between poles. Left to themselves, vines produce an enormous amount of unproductive growth and bunches of small grapes. But the viticulturist goes through pruning the vines in winter and removes 90% of the new growth. Again in summer, in a summer prune, the non-productive shoots are cut away. There is a disease protection aspect to this too. In opening up the vines and allowing air circulation they are less susceptible to fungal rots. The pruner sometimes discovers vines with bacterial crown gall and has to cut back these vines really hard to save them.
“If you stay joined to me you will produce lots of fruit” says Jesus (John 15.5) but the Father cuts away branches that don’t produce fruit and trims others so they will produce more fruit (John 15.2).
It is good for us all to do a regular self examination - to look for those things that are unhelpful in our lives: Things like unforgiveness, selfishness, impurity, covetousness - and to ask the Lord to cut them out of our lives so we can be healthy and productive.
So how is our fruit going?

· Do we live in a way that is sufficiently different for people to see us and be attracted to Christ?

· Are we ready with an answer for those who would like to know more about Christ?

· Are we actively praying for family members and friends to come to Christ?

· Are we expecting life and growth in the church in the near future? 
· Where will the new Christians come from? 

· Will they be our friends and contacts?

These are important questions. Of course fruit doesn’t just mean new Christians. 

In John 15.7 fruitfulness is seen as answered prayer. It works like this - when we are living in relationship with Christ (joined to the vine) his teachings become part of us. The result of this is that our prayers become more and more aligned to God’s will - and because of this they are answered. So we have the fruit of answered prayer. 
This fruitfulness grows out of the covenant we make today when we pledge ourselves to God and ask that his will, not ours, be done in all things.



	Illustrations / Stories
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	Origin of the Methodist Covenant Service

John Wesley was keen to encourage those in the new Methodist Movement to make their own “covenant” with God and to renew it periodically. The idea of an actual “Covenant Service” originated with a service that he conducted in a French church in Spitalfields, East London. He had borrowed the church for the occasion as its size was sufficient for the large number of people seeking to attend. His journal contains this recollection of the event:

"I mentioned to the congregation another means of increasing serious religion which had been frequently practiced by our forefathers, namely, the joining in a covenant to serve God with all our heart and with all our soul. I explained this for several mornings, and on Friday, many of us kept a fast to the Lord, beseeching him to give us wisdom and strength, to make a promise unto the Lord our God and keep it. 

"On Monday...I explained once more the nature of such an engagement and the manner of doing it acceptably to God. 

"At six in the evening we met for that purpose. After I had recited the tenor of the covenant proposed, all those who desired to give testimony of their entrance into this covenant stood up, to the number of about 1,800 persons. Such a night I scarce ever saw before. Surely the fruit of it shall remain forever."

The Great Vine

The great vine at Hampton Court Palace (just out of London and next to the river Thames) was planted in 1769 and is listed in the Guinness Book of Records as the world’s largest grapevine. The average annual crop is 272 kg of dessert grapes. The circumference of the main trunk measures 3.65 metres at the base. Even though the branches extend 36.5 metres from the main stem they still produce fruit, so long as they are joined to the vine. The vine is carefully cultivated to ensure its continued fruitfulness. 
(After the First World War grapes from the vine were sold for 6 shillings a pound. One shilling of this was for their basket containers which were especially made by residents at St Dunstan’s, a home for soldiers blinded in the war. During the Second World War German prisoners of war were set to work thinning out the bunches of grapes on the Great Vine.)
