dustrial training must be given the natives. A 
medical mission must be established at the 
earliest pos ·· ible moment. .More, and yet more, 
workers must be sent out, and it i ' a matter 
for thankfulnes that there are so many volun­
teer for the front. Money must be found to 
carry on this work. This year the Church in 
New Zealand is required to find a minimum of 
-£13,50J .,. while the infant hurch in the Solo­
mons has made itself respon ible for £3,000. 
Thi task is not beyond our strength, and the 
whole Church is summoned to pray, to work, 

and to give, ·so that there may be no failure in 

this our first year of Missionary resron ibility.

"The Seed i the Word," aid the Ma ter, 
and in saying it revealed His life-work. He,

Jorpsts, or the fish ju their beautifu I coral sea:-:. 
They have long lJL'l'll known as the rno~t blood­
thirsty savageR in the i 

1outhern Sea:-:, arnl there 
is no doubt that, until comparafo·cly ree:ent 
times, they lived up to their reputation. The 
natives of N cw Georgia, where our mi::;t-iionaries 
,·cWed, were, perhaps the most daring. In their 
\rnnclerful war canoe:-: they went lnrndrecls of 
rnilcR on their hea(l-Jrnnting ra id:-:, {·,·en going 
as far as Gola, or Florida., and the mo~t :-;ontltem 
port-ion of Y sa hcl. 

\.ll the filthy 1:tnd degrading C;ustonw nssoci­
ate<l. with idol-worship obtained. Sorcery and 
witchcraft -flonrishecl, and the most powerful, 
because the mo:-:t clreaclcd, person was the loca] 
sorcerer. ,..\.lJ .-ickness waR attributed to witch­
craft, an<l the mo:-;t revolting and horrible 
cruelty was praci.ioec1 to exiort conics ions from 
the 1mfortunate women charg·ed with the 
offence. On the i81and of Vella Lavel]a ancl 
other places widows were 8tranglcd in order 
that their ]ate masters might stiH command 
their. s-crvic:es in the spirit hmcl. 'l1he lot of 
women was a particu lar]y hard one. 1'hey were 
the burden-hearer8, doing almost all the work 
in the villages and fooc1 plantations. Under 
such circumstances the women hirked the l"e­
sponsibilities of motherl1ooc1, became killed in 
the black arts, and resorted to horrible prac­
tices to prevent child-bearing. 

The :first attempt to evangelize the Solomrm 
Islands was made by the Roman Ca tholie 
Church in 1844, and ended in disaster. The 
]eader waR murdcrecl the same day, and the 
other members of the party died from malaria 
or w·crc murdered hy the natives. Not till 1898 
wa._ work again att'cmpted, when stations were 
established on Guadalcanar and the Shortlancl 
Island.. In 1856 Bishop Patteson (Anglican) 
began ,vork in connection with the Melanesian 
Mission at the eastern end of the group. 

In the year 1D02 the Methodist Churcb defi­
nitely began work in the Solomons. Following 
the usual practice of the Clrnrch, it decided not 
to enter any island already occupied by another 
8ociety, but to evangelize the heathen people of 
ihe cw Georgian and adjacent islands. 

The call that moved the Methodist Ch urc-h 
to action came from the Solomon Islanc1en; 
themselves. Natives had gone to the planta­
tions in Fiji. rrhere they found their way into 
Methodist Rchools and churches, and not a few 
of them became earnest Christian men. When 
the ir soul, were "hghtecl with wisc1om from on 
high" their thoughts turned to tbeir own people 
-what the Gospel of Jesus Chri t had done for 
Fiji jt could do for the Solomon group. rrhese 
men, though anxious to return, refused to do so 
unless missionaries accompanied them, and year 
after year they a ppealecl to the Conference to 
send missionaries. The General Conferen~~ of 
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1901 decided to begin work among these saY­
ages, and Dr. Brown was instructed to visit the 
group and gather information with this end in 
view. He recommended that we make our head­
quarters at Roviana, on the south-west of the 
main island of New Georgia. Experience justi­
fies this step. 

Rev. John F. Goldie had just been ordaiued 
by tbc QueeDsland Conference, and in answer 
to the appeal for volunteers placed his services 
at the disposal of the Board of Missions. He 
was selected as uperintendent of the new mis­
sion, with Rev. T. R. Rooney, of West Aus­
tralia, as hi colleague. An appeal was made 
to the older Mission districts for native helpers, 
and six Fijians and two Samoans were obtained. 
'fhe party took with them also a young Solomon 
Islander converted in Fiji, and a native of 
Santo, in th~ Jew Hebrides, who had been 
educated in our schools in Samoa. Mr. J. R. 
Martin, of Orange, N.S.W., was engaged as 
carpenter. Dr. Brown accompanied the party. 
They Rteamed into the beautiful Roviana 
Lagoon on Friday, JUay 23, and on that day a 
new era in the history of New Georgia began. 

'rhe first duty was to select a site for the head 
station. After walking miles through dense 
tropical jungle, the spot where the main station 
now stands was chosen, and the site purchased 
from the natives. Meanwhile the Mission party 
made their temporary hume on the small island 
of N usa Songa, two miles from the mainland, 
and it ·was there that the work of the Mission 
began. Owing to the superstitious fears of the 
natives, it was impossible to obtain local labour, 
and the chief work of cutting timber from the 
forest an<l building fell on Mr. Goldie and Mr. 
Rooney. '1..,heir native colleagues felt the cli­
mate more than they did, and were so frequently 
laid up with malarial fever that they could not 
render much assistance. The missionaries did 
not wait until the houses were finished before 
they began school work at Roviana. After a 
day's work in the forest or at hous-e-bujlding, 
they gathered the men and boys together, and 
after family worship_ gave them their first les­
sons in the three R's. Bright, intelligent lads 
they were, and eager to learn. Some are now 
preachers of the Gospel. Every opportunity of 
vi~iting the villages in the lagoon was taken, 
and the confidence of the people gradually won 
by help afforded in various ways-in adminis­
tering simple remedies in sickness, and in the 
dressing of wounds. In January, 1903, Mrs. 
Goldie joined her husband, and Rev. S. R. 
Rooney w::is married to Miss Davidson, of Vic-

toria, and work amongst the ,rnmen and girls 
was commenced. 

1 t was uot long before the little band had to 
dig a graYe on that far-off shore. William 
Gavidi, a Fijian, was the first to go. He fell 
sick and died after six short months of service. 
Then Ru, iate Sawatabu, another Fijian, and 
l\fr. Goldie ,rent down with fever at the same 
time. For weeks they struggled against the 
deadly sickness. Then one was taken and the 
other left. ,.I'hcrc were brave men and women 
from Samoa who laid clown their lives for the 
Gospel. Others stood around the grave of wife 
ancl child with stricken hearts. With not a 
word of complaint they brushed away the 
silent tear, and went back to their work. They 
live again, these brave pioneers, in the lives ancl 
love of thoRe for whom they lived and diecl. 
Mr. and J\f rs. Goldie were clue for furlough in 
1906, and the Board of Mission. gave them per­
mission to visit Australia; hut it seemed to 
them that to leave at that stage won ld imperil 
the work, o the rnurh-neecled change was post­
poned. In October, 1907, the way seemed clear: 
boxes were packed, and some of them were 
already taken to the steamer, when dysentery, 
that terrible scourge of the tropics, broke out 
,and spread with great rapidity through the vil­
lages. The missionaries remained Ro that they 
might sec their people through this tro-qblc. 
Then began a terrible fight with sickness and 
death. ~umLers of people cliecl in the villages. 
and on the Mission station there were quite 
sixty cases at one time; hut of all the native. 
on the ~fission station not one was lost. Th e 
children were great sufferers, ancl Mr. Goldie's 
little hoy was taken after three clays' illness. 

,vas it worth while? Could the reader go 
into the clay school at Kokeqolo and sec the 
crowd of bright, intelligent boy, and girls, clean, 
alert, obedient, bending over their work with 
happy eagerness, 11e could give one answer only. 
There .we :nch Rchoo] in the Solomon 
IRlamls to-clay. Could he visit the college 
where the stuclents are at work; or could he go 
with the rniRsionary to one of his Sunday .ap­
pointment. · and see the people-men, women 
and children-reverently and intelligently 
joining in the service of praise 011 the very spot 
where, a fmy ~1 ears ago, men who had been on 
head-hunting raids came to offer sacrifices anc1 
to take part in cannibal feasts, he would say, 
"YeP-; it js wortl1 while."

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FIRST IMPRESSIONS

Then " ·c went on 
to the church, where there was a bapbsnrnl ser­
vice, when l\Ir. Goldie baptised three babies, one 
"lVIary," another "Lydia," and the thjrc1 
"Agnes." It wa a very pretty ceremony. 
There wa · another welcoming, ·when the chief 
and the teacher spoke, one of them expressing

the hope that we would not be afraid of diffi­
culties and drawbacks, and give up and return 
home, as some teach rs did,. but that we would 
stick it, and eyer keep Mr. Goldie a. an example 
of what it was po sible, with God\i help, to do 
in the Solomon .. 

The service over we adjourned to a fairly 
new native hou e, built of the leaf and thin 
poles, light and shady and cool. A table was 
spread for us, the tablecloth being of h aten 
bark of trees. Herc we- feasted on cluck and 
chicken, yams and sweet potatoes, oranges and 
pineapple; and to drink there was coconut milk: 
the coconut it elf all pealed ancl scraped, 
making the cup. 

Everything was h autifully cooked, and as 
we "sat at meaf' they brought yams and paw­
paw and chickens as a mall present to arr:r 
away with us. 

As we sailed away a little crowd of them sang 
and waved until we were out of sight. We shall 
not forget our first visit to Bethlehem for a long 
time, if ever. 

· 0 UR FIRST UNDA Y AT 'RovIA.N .A.." 

Lotu was at 7 o'clock, an hour later than 
usual. Then came the morning service at 10.30, 
and this again was a great sight for us. The 
church was full, some· 250 natives being gath­
ered there, and the outside porch occupied by 
mothers with thefr babies. 

and nearly 30 spoke before Mr. Goldie had to 
close the meeting. Two and three were on their 
feet at the ame time, waiting to speak ! 

We did not know what they were aying, yet 
we seemed to get the spirit of their te 7 timonie . 
Several again referred to our coming, and ex­
pressed the hope thiat we would be happy amongst 
them. It was a great time altogether, and it 
seem a pity the old class-meetino- ha departed 
from the Mother Church in o many circuit . 
It is certainly the meeting of the week here. 
'To see the bright mile and happy light come 
into one face after another as lw poke of 
what God had done for him waR to u, an in­
spiring, yet very humbling, _experience. 

BETIILEIIE.:\l. 

Bethlehem j:,-; an i~land a few miJes away from 
the head , tat.ion here lying in the Roviana 
Lagoon . It has been planted and built on hy 
Christian natives from the mainland, and they 
all now live there, dwelling in unity and peace. 
They have their chief, ancl native teacher and 
helpers, and have built themselve · a :fine church 
there. The growth-foliage, fruit and veget­
abl , and flo-wers-is wonderful. 

Mr. Goldie, Mr. and Mrs. Chivers, Sisicr 
l\Iansfield, and I,. accompanied by severnl of the

boy and girl , paid them a visit yesterday after­
noon. They knew of our coming, and laid 
themselves out to give us a royal welcome. 

It poured with rain all the time_, hut tLa t 
didn't matter. They were all down to meet us 
at their wharf, and formed two long lines, up 
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Excepting the half-doz,en whites,. all were 
seated on the floor-there is no seating accom­
modation-the women and girls sitting one 
side of the church and the men and boys the 
other. 

The service was very interesting to us, al­
though we could understand little of it, but we 
could at least sing the tunes and try to say 

. words from the Roviana hymn-book. 
The "choir" on the head station sang very 

well indeed the anthem, "And it came to pass" 
in English. Mr. Goldie's lessons were the 27th 
Psalm and a portion of Matthew v, whilst his 
text was, "I am the Light of the world." 

It was a most enjoyable service, and we were 
struck with the orderliness and reverence of the 
natives. "O day of rest and gladness" and "We 
Jove the place, 0 God," although sung in the 
native tongue, seemed very fitting to us for our 
first church service. The youngsters here, 
though, are the same as in New Zealand and 
elsewhere, full of life and given to wriggling 
and squirming, giving quite a "home'' touch. 
Ono such, seated just beneath Mr. Goldie's nose, 
evidently wriggled a little too much, for we 
were somewhat amused to see Mr. Goldie bend 
over the pulpit desk and give him a gentle clip 

on the ide of the head! [t was quite ufficient 
correction for the whole row! 

At 2.30 in the afternoon there was a special 
welcome service,. and the church was full to 
overflowing again. We opened with "All hail 
the power" in Roviana, to "Diadem," and great 
was the volume thereof. Then followed a read­
ing and prayer, and "O ,Vorel of words the 
sweetest" ( from Sankey) . Following these we 
were welcomed to tbe head station by our old 
friend "Boaz," and to the surrounding villages 
by another good friend. fr. Goldie also spoke, 
welcoming us on behalf of the white . taff, giv­
ing us kindly advice, words of encouragement, 
reminiscences of his own tw ntv vears' work, 
and wishing us well in every sense of the word. 
After the three of u had spoken, and our short 
addresses had been interpreted, another well­
known hymn and the benediction hrought one 
more happy service to a clo e. 

Lotu in the evening, during which a number 
of the boys sang "Incline Thine ear" in Eng­
lish, ended the Sunday ervice . . 

After a yarn on the verandah, a little "sing" 
all on our own around Mr. Goldie's organ, we 
departed for the land of Nod, to dream and 
think over again the many experiences and 
blessings which had been our. during our first 
Sunday at Rm1iana. 

What the Circuits are · doing [Items of interest for this column 
will be welcome:! by the Editor.] 

Broad Street Circuit, Palmerston North, is 
organising its forces for a big appeal, and is 
aiming at raising this year at least £160. Cuba 
Street Circuit, in the same town, has a live 
committee at work, and will be satisfied with 
nothing less than a missionary income of £100.

Our Home M ·ssion D epartment 
As well as contr1buting to the Home Mission 

Fund of our Churches, our Women' Auxiliaries 
are at present supporting one Sister at work 
among Maori women and children in Hokianga 
-Sister Eleanor Dobby. She was trained in 
the Deaconess House in Christchurch, and com­
menced her work under the Rev. A. J . Seamer's 
direction, in April, 1921. She lives at Taheke, 
and by means of horse riding, mostly.,. visits 
other vi]]ages within a radius of 20 miles or 
thereabout., establishing Sunday schools., Scrip­
tote classes in week-day schools, visiting the 
sick, helping the women with instruction and 
advice in housekeeping, sewing, bringing up 
children, etc. Her days are very full of varied 
and arduous ·work, as the following extracts 
from her reports and letters show :-

I arrived in Taheke on April 19th, and from 
that date until April 19th of this year I have 
travelled over 1,527 miles on horse-back. When 
you remember the state of the roads in winter 
you will understand what a lot of time has to 
be spent in travelling. We have had a very wet 
autumn, and there is plenty of mud about 
already. 206 miles have been covered by 
launch. I cannot make as much use of the 
Jaunches as I would like, because there is no 
regular service from Taheke in the winter. 

I have held 128 meetings during the year 
with the children at variou schools. Regular 
weekly meeting. are held at Taheke, Otau1a, 
Wairna, Omanaia, and Utakura. I have seven 
native helpers, ,d10 have held 76 meetings with 
the children. Just lately I have been holding 
meetings in the Waima Valle:v, and hope to 
form another school there now. 

359 visits have been paid to native houses 
cluring the year, and as a general rule I have 
been made very welcome, and have found the 
:'.\faoris kind and hospitable. 

Twenty meetings have been held with adult . 
I thank - God for this :Year of priceless oppor­
tunity. If onl:v people realised the joy there i.s 
in giving the Gospel to these Maori boys and 
girls more would want to join in the work. 

My greatest need at present is medium-sized 
text-cards and hvmn-books. 

My friends h;ve been very good in sending 
me Sunday School t.ickets-hnt they go very 
quickly. 

Sometimes on my long lonely rides I think 
of you all, and it helps more than I can ten just 
to feel that you are upholding me in sympathy 
and prayer. 
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How we organise for our 
Foreign Mission effort 

By MISSIONARY 
METHODIST 

I have great pleasure in acceding to your 
reque t to give some information as to 
how we, in our Circu1t, organise our Foreign 
M1ssion campaign. Our organisation is by no 
mean perfect, but, imperfect as it is, fairly 
good results have been obtained. 

Our -organised ,effort begins in our March 
quarterly meeting,. at which our Circuit Secre­
tary 1s appointed; at this meeting also a reso­
lution is passed referring to the Leaders' Meet­
ing in each church throughout our Clrcuit, the 
appointment of Local Secretary, Collectors, 
Missionary Magazine Agent, and two membern 
of our Circuit Committee. 'This Circuit Com­
mittee ·we regard as the best part of our organi­
sation; it is comprised of two members :from 
each church in the Circuit, the Circuit Secre­
taries for Home and Foreign Missions, and the 
Ministers of the Circuit. I ought to say that 
with regard to the two members appointed from 
each ohurch, one acts a Local Secretary for 
Horne ~1issions, and the other as Local Secre­
tary for Foreign lV[ issions. The Circuit Uorn­
mittee holds two meetings each year, one to 
arrange the Home Mission campaign, ancl the 
other to anange for the Foreign Mission effort ; 
we discuss detailed arrangementR for the Sun­
day ervices and annual meetings, the every 
member appeal, canvassing~ etc., and it then 
devolves upon the Circuit and Local Secretarie::; 
to carry out the organisation agreed upon. 

Pulpit announcements.-On the two Sundays 
prior to our Foreign Mission Sunday, the Sun­
day services and annual meetings are well 
"boosted/' and we make frequient use of pulpit 
announcements during our campa1gn. 

Reports and Subscription Lists. rrhcse are 
given out three Sundays previous to Foreign 
Mission Sunday, with the names of those who 
are enbtled to receive th.em written upon them .. 

Advertising. Hand-bills announcing the er­
vices in all the churches in the Circuit, with 
names of speakers and chairmen, are given out 
on the Sunday preceding Foreign Mission Sun­
day; we also make use of the public Press. 

Every Member Appeal. The leaflets prepared 
by om General Secretary, and sent out from 
ourr Foreign Mission Office, arc put into ad­
dressed envelopes and are given out to every 
member and adherent in attendance at each 
church on the ffonc1a~, before Foreig·n MisRion 

Sunday, and those not given out are posted on 
the following day, so that each member of our 
congregations receives one of these leaflets; if. 
in the opinion of our Circuit Committee, an 
additional circular is necessary, it is arranged 
for and enclosed in the envelope along wW1 the 
a. Love "leaflet. 

Canvassing. If it is considered advisable, 
certain members of our congregations arc can­
vassed for subscriptions by members of the 
Committee, instead of by the Collectors. The 
Collectors get to work as soon after the Annual 
Meeting as possible, and whilst our aim is to 
complete our effort one month after the aborn 
meeting, we have found, in actual practice, that 
six ·weeks have been required. 

Our Circuit Committee has laid it down a. 
a rule to be rigidly observed, that an interreg­
num of at least two- months should be allowed 
between the closing of the Foreign Mission 
appeal and the inauguration of the Home Mis­
sion effort, and this we have found to be of 
inestimable benefit to each of these funds and 
to our people. 

Annual Meetings. At these meetings lay 
members of 01n congregations, or from churche" 
in other Circuits, act as chairman, and a report 
priepared by the Circuit Secretary~ giving items 
of interest and statistics affecting each congre­
gation, and Circuit statistics, is given by the 
] oca 1 secretary. 

There . are other matters of organisation 
which might be referred to, but this article has 
already become too lengthy; at some future 
time this subject may again be taken up and 
ome statistics given, but I would like to sa:r 

that the Tesults 0f our attempts at organising 
have been such as to fully repay us for the work 
·nvolved.

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The Liberal Giving of the 
Native Christians 

In 1920 the natives of the Solomons contributed 
about £4,000 for the support of the work in their 
midst. In 1921 they gave £2,450, the decrease 
being accounted -for by the big drop in the price 
of copra. 

'l'he generous giving of our people ha be­
c:ome an outstanding feature of their Christian 
Jifr. The duty and privilege of o-iving for the 
advancement of the Yingdom of God i thor­
oughly understood, ancl is attended to in a 

_y, tematic n anner. At definite periods during 
tlw :u:1ar tbcy give themselves entirely to the 
,rnrk of prq:i;lring produce for the funds of the 
Society, and find great satisfaction in the know­
je1_lge that their gifts of copra are helping to 
send the Gospel message to tho e who are still 
in the darkness of heathenism. This year has 
Leen marked by greater genei·osit.r than ever. 
One Yillage prepared for market no less than 
-:1:0,000 coconuts; another 25,000; another 
22,000. Owing to the low price of copra the 
ca~h ralue of their gift is not half that of last 
_rear. till, the "cash value" estimate of their 
liberality is not the highe~t e~timate. We re­
member that more time has been given and 
more pl'oduce prepared as a freewill offering to 
the 1uol'lc of God than in any other year in ihe 
111·stnry of the Circuit .-(REv. R. C. __._ ICHOL­
S01 T). 

rrh contributions this year will be l°',u 
than last, although there ha been no diminu­
tion of loving energy expended on the parl of 
the people in an endeavour to express their 
tlianks to their Heavenly Father for the bring­
ing of the Light to their Island.. As most of 
the gifts are in kind, especially copra, which_ is 
the dried kernel of the coconut, the financrnl 
Yalnc oE the people's contrjbl1tions i cleter­
rn in-eel hy th ris and fall of the copra market, 
and it happens this year that copra is less than 
half the price it wa last year. In other words,. 
what was worth £7 last year, i:=s only worth £3 
thiR year. Yet, in spite of this great d11aw­
hac·k,· the people's ontrihutions in thi, circ-u~t 
alone arc cxpede<.:1 to reach £800.-(REv. , . 
LE B1x1~T.) 

Onr Annual Collection ha, hec.-n a great uc­
ces . We ha<l representative from all our out­
:=stations and it was an in piration to , ee the 
c-rmnk<1 1rni I cling ancl hear the hearty singing. 

especially the native version of "Crown Him 
Lord of All." Our estimated total for cash 
and goods is £274. But for the drop in the 
price of copra we should have easily b-eaten last 
year's record. As it is, we arc satisfied that 
our people have an increasing sense of their 
obligation to further the work of our Lord 
Jesus Christ.-(REv. J. R. METCALFE.) 

The Education of a Race 
The only education these people receive is that 

which is given by the Missionaries. There are 2,560 
scholars in the schools conducted by the Mission­
aries and their helpers. Nothing is done by the 
Government. 

Some of the tudents recei Y.e ,-ix hours' 
tuition a day, and, not content with this, they 
will sometimes be found pouring over some 
math€matical problems till 10 o'clock ~t night. 
rrhc college for the training o.r teachers and 
preachers provides for their instruction in Bibli­
cal knowledge, history, geography, English, etc. 

The three R's are faithfully taught hy native 
teachers on the out-stations, and we have seen 
an old chief of probably over 60 years of agB 
having new English words put down for future 
study, and requesting the writing <lown of their 
phonetic spelling, then their pronunciation, 
their corrrect spelling, and, -finally, their mean­
ing. 

Enucu .. TIONAL.-The work in our village 
schools has been conducted throughout the year 
·with zeal and succe s. Our Native Agents are 
realising more and more tbe importance of this 
work, and arc throwing th 0 mselves entln~si.astic­
ally into it. The eagerness of tbe children_ to 
acquire knowledge makes the task of teachrng 
increasingly congenial, and fills us with a great 
hope for the future well-being of our people. 
At Bilua the _young men and yonng women are 
making steady progress. The English rlass is 
very popular. Recently one of Mrs. Nichol on\; 
girls read the Scripture Lesson in English at a 
special service, and made a splendid impression. 
The minds of our young people are gTaclually 
opening to the wider world and its interest .­
Through their missionary they have purchased 
a cinema projector, and have arranged for a 
regular supply of good films from Sydney. _ We 
have been anxious to give our people the won­
derful educational benefits of motion pictures 
for a considerable time, and we are glad to state 
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that our ambition has been realised. After giv­
ing the matter a practical te. t, we are now con­
vinced that the tremendous advantages of the 
motion picture a a mode of instruction on the 
Mission field cannot be exaggerated. W c hope 
that the clay is not far di tant when every 
Mission centre in the Pacific will be able to 
adopt the cinema. As the result of this new 
departure in our educational work our· people 
are taking a more intelligent place in the family 
of mankind. and are under tancling loftier ap­
prehen ions of the truth.

Blessed are the Peacemakers 
Inter-tribal warfare is gradually disappearing as 

missionary operations are extended. Sir George 
le Hunte, Governor -of New Guinea, has said : 
' ' Every penny spent by the Missionaries saves 
pounds to the Administration, for the Mission 
brings peace, !law and order. '' 

The e:hief e,·ent of the year wa undoubtedly 
the consummation of peace between the Kere­
pangara and the , urulata people. These 
people haYe had a tribal feud for about a gener­
ation, and many c1caths have r sulted . Our 
Chairma11 anc1 ~Ir. Binet have been indefati­
gable in their effort to end the sfrifc, but time 
and again their efforts have hecn frustrated . 
Shortly after l\fr. Binet left us for Roviana 
the opportunity for a ettlement presented itself, 
and, after some weeks spent in negotiation , 
both parties as cmbled here, and wt> had the 
gl'€at pleasure of witnessing the declaration of 
peace. On the very day appointed Captain 
Turner, the head of the Solomon Island Police 
Force, appeared on the scene and repre entcd 
the Government. One of our native teachers, 
Amos Tozaka, wa the prime agent in condud­
jno- the negotiations.

'rhe attendanc:e at public ,rnrship has been 
well maintained throughout the Circuit, and 
we are consciou. of a slight improvement in the 
piritual life of the people. We have not been 

able to hold regular quarterly meetings, but on 
, everal occcasions we l1avc taken the oppor­
tunity to hold ·onver ations on the work of 
God ·~vhen a number of teachers were present 
at the H eac1 tation, and the e have proved a 
means of Grace to us all. Two new station 
have been opened up . Botll arc at present cared 
for by our ► asamunga school boys, with little 
trajning but gr at hearts. One of them only 
went to Bira Bfra £or two month to :fill a gap, 
but, at the r quest of the people, is to go for 
a further indefinite pc_riod. II c "·ent merely to 
open 11p school, not heing one of our preacher , 
hut he is now resolutely setting himself to the 
greater task, and it i a pleasure to help . nch n 
wming worker. 'rhe opening of Seqa wa met 
by sending one of our local preacher . He 
somewhat reluctantly ac eptec1 the po ition, but 
once having made up his mind he [!,et to work 
in earneRt. and in less than frvr months has had 
con,jclerahlr. . nccess. When I installed imou 
Peter in his new offi ·c at hi u new home, there 
w re only himself, his wife, and child, :M:ula­
kana, the rn:m who built the hon. e for him, and 
three boys hesic1es my crew. J ow he ha a 
congregation of 30. There was much oppo, i­
tion at first, hut the hack of it has now been 
hroken, largely through the devotion of imon 
Peter ancl "'.\fulakana to the sic-Jc With the
